	· Differentiate between different types of law and understand basic legal definitions.
· Understand and apply, to a given set of facts, the basic Substantive Criminal Law found in general common laws of America, including Homicide, Crimes Against the Person, and Crimes Against Property. Also understand and apply defenses to crimes.
·  Explain and apply, to a given set of facts, the basic concepts of Procedural Criminal Law involving important constitutional rights guaranteed to criminal defendants, including juveniles.
· Students will investigate and analyze current issues in criminal law. They will explore and consider career options in justice related fields.
	This course is designed to help students understand the norms and values of American society by studying the workings of the American legal system on the federal, state, and local levels, using the focus of major and criminal laws. It is also designed to

promote literacy, both oral and written communication skills, and critical thinking skills.

	Course Description

	· Explain and apply, to a given set of facts, and communicate the results of that application using a case brief, the basic concepts of Substantive Civil Law including the three types of Torts - Intentional, Negligent, and Strict Liability. Also analyze the concept of Tort Abuses and the need for Tort Reform.
· Explain the basic steps of Procedural Civil Law.
· Explain and apply, to a given set of facts, the basic concepts of Consumer Law, including Contracts, Credit, Deceptive Sales Practices, Cars and the Consumer, and Housing and the Consumer.
· Students will investigate and analyze current issues in Civil Law. They will explore and consider career options in justice related fields.
	This course begins with a study of basic types of Civil Laws and legal systems in the United States, including a brief history of those laws. Students will also learn to communicate the results of legal analysis and critical thinking, using a Case Brief and the

research skills necessary to complete that task. The course also sequentially examines the major Common-Law Substantive Civil Laws using case law to examine the concepts and examines Civil Procedure, with special focus on the issues surrounding their

application.

	Course Description

	· Discuss psychology’s roots by examining the ideas of early contributors to the study of psychology; explain, compare, and evaluate major “schools” of psychology and the contributions of major psychologists to those “schools” of psychological study. 
· Distinguish, apply, and evaluate research strategies (based on the scientific method) used by psychologists to explore behavior and mental processes. 

· Analyze consciousness, thinking, and motivation and how they are interrelated. 
· Comprehend and analyze the concept of personality as well as its development and role in human behavior.

· Distinguish between normal and abnormal behavior; explain and analyze characteristics and categories of psychological disorders and their possible origins and treatments.
	 The Psychology Course seeks to introduce students to the field psychology and provide students with a basic understanding of psychological concepts and their applications. Psychology is a rapidly growing field of study and the focus of this class is to expose the students to major psychological concepts. This course focuses on the scientific study of human development, learning, motivation, and personality. Students explore implications for everyday life with a scientific perspective on human behavior.

	· Explain and analyze the development of sociology as a social science by identifying, distinguishing, and analyzing major perspectives, contributions of pioneers within the field of sociology, and methods of research. 
· Examine and describe the structure of culture and evaluate its influence on the individual and the way that culture, customs, and behavior are transmitted and promoted within society; distinguish cultural components of behavior and heredity-influenced aspects of behavior. Learn acquired security and safety skills.
· Identify, explain, analyze, and evaluate the fundamental principles of social structure, especially in regards to groups, organizations and social control. 
· Describe and analyze the major principles of social stratification and its relationship to social class and inequality. 

	This course introduces students to sociological concepts, theories, and procedures. Students learn how sociologists analyze the basic structures and functions of societies and of groups within societies, discover how these societies became organized, identify the conditions under which they become disorganized, and predict the conditions for their reorganization. Typical study units for this course include such social issues as crime, poverty, and the problem of discrimination toward women, children, the disabled, the aged, and minorities.

Expertise is acquired in safety skills, from OSHA regulations, to bomb threat procedures, to proper escorting techniques. Students receive Red Cross training and certification in CPR and First Aid. Students also receive training and state certification in Power to Arrest, Mace and Baton.

	Forensic Biology is a two-semester college preparatory course that meets the UC lab science criteria. It builds upon California Biology Standards in the areas of cellular biology, genetics, ecology, and human physiology, the California Chemistry Standards in the areas of Organic and Biochemistry and reaction rates, and the California Investigation and Experimentation Standards. The course will incorporate lecture, laboratory activities, guest speakers, expository reading, and discovery learning. The course emphasizes critical thinking and an on-hands approach to problem solving in the forensic science of biology. Comprehensive written exams, lab practical exams, and group and independent projects will be used to evaluate students.
